The two things I learned when my wife was hospitalized (Luke 8:22-25)

In every situation we face God may have something for us to learn. When my wife was diagnosed with blood clots I learned two things; 

First, our most terrible storms in life are unpredictable. All may be going well and something hits us right in the face. It always happens just when you think you can kick back and enjoy life. It comes out of nowhere in the twinkling of an eye turning our lives upside down as it dashes all of our dreams and aspirations. These unexpected storms are usually furious. 

However, God is in charge of world affairs and he can handle the storms in our lives. Scriptures testify to this fact as we can hear the prophet Jeremiah’s declaration, “Ah, Sovereign LORD, you have made the heavens and the earth by your great power and outstretched arm. Nothing is too hard for you. Then the word of the LORD came to Jeremiah: 'I am the LORD, the God of all mankind. Is anything too hard for me?'" (32:17. NIV).  

If you believe this you can survive any storm.  Paul is a witness to this as he reminds the Colossians,” for by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him and for him. He is before all things, and in him all things hold together. (1:16-17. NIV) 

Second, the hardest part is stilling the storm within. It’s easy for me to visit the sick in the hospital, say a prayer and go home to watch basketball; OK yes, watch Kentucky losing to West Virginia; but it was not easy spending the night in the hospital watching my wife fight her pain. 

The storms without do not pose our greatest threat. The storms raging within our own hearts and our lives are the most dangerous. The storm on that lake wasn't the real danger. It was the storm raging within their hearts that posed the greatest threat. At times there is a storm cloud inside me with high gusty winds. We may be able to manage our problems externally, but it is what's going on inside of us that really count. Jesus asks, "Why were you so afraid," Jesus asks his disciples and us today, “Why do you let wind and waves scare you when I'm with you? Do you still have no faith?"
