Lent Again
In Louisiana the laws against concealing one’s identity are suspended each year during carnival. Masked revelers wander the streets in a massive party marked by music, dancing, food, drink, and other less mentionable activities. Why the masks? Maybe so no one will know for sure who it was that did…

Lent presents itself as a season of serious righteousness that comes in preparation for Easter. During this time new converts are prepared for church membership and people who have fallen away from the church are restored to grace. Why is it then, that the days before Lent are considered the time of rejoicing and Lent the time of sorrow?

Part of the reason is that we are called to experience the sorrow of Christ on the cross. We put him there. Our sins have tragic consequences. As we see Mary weeping at the foot of the cross, we are also called to weep in sorrow for our sins. Our rejoicing follows our sorrow. Easter, the day of resurrection, breaks the Lenten sorrow with the joyous proclamation, “He is risen! He is risen indeed!”

But there is another dynamic at play here. Too many people think the only way to be Christian is to be serious, sad, and generally negative about life. “Weep not for me; weep for yourselves,” says Jesus. “The axe is laid at the foot of the tree,” says John. “I am ashamed,” says Paul. “Christians are no fun,” say too many people. Bah! How do these things happen?

Jesus says, “I am come that you might have life!” “Prepare ye the way of the Lord,” shouts John. “I count it all joy,” says Paul. Christians are all about fun, joy, freedom, happiness, satisfaction, fulfillment, enthusiasm… But we are also about balance. If we have a life of joy, we temper it with seasons of reflection, seriousness, and even sadness.

So keep a holy Lent. Let the seriousness of our sins have its say. Listen to the cry of the hungry, the broken, the needy, and the lost.  Joy comes in the morning.
