New Kid in the Block

How privileged and honored I am to have the Lord Jesus place me into your midst as one of your pastors! Once again, I would like to express my heartfelt thanks for everything all of you have done to make me feel so welcome and so much a part of the Pleasant Grove family. I have seen you to be a God centered, caring community of individuals who are excited about having the opportunity to extend to others the same love, hope and joy you have received from the Lord. Daily I will now go to our dear Savior on your behalf and ask Him to keep each of you close to him and His Word. I would humbly ask all of you to also include me in your daily prayers – asking that same Savior to help me to serve both him and you faithfully. May God use both you and me to bring glory to the Kingdom and to be God’s tools in leading many others into Christ’s saving arms. 

I will take a long time to learn and listen from all of you, mostly from my mentor, friend and brother John. I will discipline my mouth to stay shut so I can tune in to what the person across the desk is saying. The Lord knows this to be a human problem, which accounts for all the times in Scripture He said, "He who has ears to hear, let him hear."  

I am very enthusiastic about this opportunity we have all been given to proclaim how wonderful our faith truly is. The Church gets a bad rap these days and we forget how much the Church has benefitted civilization down through the years.
