Souper Bowl Sunday

Jesus made it clear that his followers were to feed the hungry. For the last several years we have done this through our support of conference sponsored mission, through our food pantry, and through the support of Urban Ministry and The Society of Saint Andrew. Each year on Super Bowl Sunday (usually the first Sunday in February,) we have sponsored Souper Bowl Sunday, a fund raising meal from which all the profits go to The Society of Saint Andrew.

This amazing organization works with volunteers to glean farmers’ fields for produce that would otherwise go to waste, with churches to prepare the food for distribution, and with soup kitchens and others service organizations to get the food to people in poverty. Through the combined efforts of farmers, volunteers, churches and service organizations, they can feed a person for an entire year for about $100.00. They take their name from the Apostle Andrew who brought the boy with the loaves and fishes for Jesus to bless, and with which he fed the five-thousand.

This group has three sub-organizations: The Gleaning Network, The Potato Project, and Harvest of Hope. Each one organizes specific groups of people for effective ministry. They are NOT affiliated with the St Andrew’s Society which sponsors Scottish games and festivities.

I have met these people. There is not a single one taking home a large salary and many of their executives work for free. They are entirely sincere in their Christian witness. And not a dime goes to waste. They have been around for over twenty-five years without a hint of scandal. And if you ask them how they do it they will give all the credit to others. Every ounce of food they distribute is given in the name of Jesus Christ.

Whether you like football or not; whether you like soup or not, Souper Bowl Sunday is one meal you can eat with a clear conscience. We hope you can join us this year on February 7. If you can’t come, please consider a donation. Just give what you wish to the church and mark it “Society of St. Andrew,” and we’ll see that it gets there.
