When there is no way out (Matthew 20:17-19)

Sometimes there is no way around. Jesus knew it was true. There was no way around Jerusalem. The road He was on led there. He had to go there and face His enemies and the cross. So He told His disciples as they walked that road that He would be delivered "into the hands of the Gentiles to mock and to scourge." There was no way around that. 

How do we prepare for the things for which there is no way out? There is only one thing to do. Let God in. If we will let God in, then all the things we do will be against the background of God's rule in our lives. Whatever happens to us, we will know that God is in control of the situation and us. Jesus knew He could call on His Father, and so can we. When there is no way out, follow God through.  

Later we see Him there in the garden as He prays, "Father, if you are willing let this cup pass from me; nevertheless, not my will but Thine be done." Jesus knew there was no way around, and He decided to follow God through, to face what was before Him. He did not make that decision there in the garden. He did not make it on the road to Jerusalem. He made it much earlier than that.


Sometimes we face things we would like to avoid, to go around, not have to confront. And many times we discover there is no way around. Some things we cannot avoid. When there is no way around, then we must prepare ourselves to confront what is before us. How do we do that? 

There is only one way. Follow God through. If we will follow God through, then we will be able to find our way with our hands in God's hands. And He will lead us in His ways. Jesus knew He had to stay on the road, but on the road He would be following God. When there is no way around, follow God through.
