Dreams in the Night
During dark times we search for vision, for the light at the end of the tunnel, for a hope that makes sense out of the difficult times and holds a promise of better days to come.  We endure dark times when the economy suffers, when we are at war, or when we experience personal or family tragedy. We call on God and God always sends a vision. Often the vision completely surprises us, comes from an unexpected direction or an unimaginable source. 

David Sarnoff immigrated to America from Uzlian (look that up) in the opening days of the 20th century. Forced out of school to support his family, he established himself in radio in the days when it was mostly used to communicate with ships at sea and foreign embassies. Sarnoff had no technical training but he was a fearless worker and a young man of vision. He told friends that he dreamed of radio programs that broadcast music to American homes. People laughed at his dreams. His big break-through came when he managed to broadcast a prize fight (Jack Dempsey vs. Georges Carpentier) in 1921 that was heard by 300,000 people.

Sarnoff went on to be the visionary behind RCA, NBC and AT&T. He made a lot of money. He changed the world. His vision lives on but he’s been dead for 40 years now. Now we have Steve Jobs, Bill Gates and other technological geniuses; but these too have passed their prime. Where will the geniuses, the visionaries of our day come from? Who knows? But it’s a sure thing they are out there.

Daniel wrote, “I, Daniel, was the only one who saw the vision; the men with me did not see it, but such terror overwhelmed them that they fled and hid themselves. So I was left alone, gazing at this great vision; I had no strength left, my face turned deathly pale and I was helpless.” (Dan 10:7-8 NIV) 

There is just no way to know who will bring the next vision or what it will concern. But we can be assured that the vision will come. God has not left us. His best is yet to come.
