When the Boss Isn’t Looking

Employees get away with murder when the boss isn’t looking. They leave work and do things at home, meet family and friends for extended lunch breaks, and spend countless hours on computer games and Facebook. Employees can go shopping from the office thanks to computers and the internet. Computers even make it possible for workers to read-up on sports and hobbies while appearing to be working on company documents. But computers aren’t needed to leave early, come in late, or take extended breaks (or naps.)  

Oh, those bad, bad employees. But social scientists have learned that often the employees are not to blame. If work seems meaningless, uninteresting and without challenge, you should expect attention problems. If personal accountability is replaced by overbearing, controlling and punishing bosses, you should expect the prisoners will try to escape. The best answer is to provide challenging, meaningful work in an environment of personal accountability.

Interestingly, similar dynamics work for families and churches. "Everyone should be in church; including you!” just doesn’t get it done anymore.  With Television and computer games in the house, parents actually find themselves competing for their children’s attention. It’s really tough to keep a family or church intact these days. But it’s not impossible. The best answer is to provide challenging, meaningful work in an environment of personal accountability. Kids need meaningful work within the family. Members need to feel needed in the church.

It was all a lot easier back on the farm. But we are here, not there. We have to do better today, or they will just slip away from us. Of course parents and pastors have been saying pretty much the same thing for as long as we can remember…
