Can Leadership Be Learned? 
If we don't have law schools, we will run out of lawyers; but if we don't have leadership training, we will still have leaders. People look for leaders, need leaders, follow leaders. The church as well as business and the community needs leaders and will have leaders even if they are not good ones. We have many pastors and preachers but expert after expert has told us that we have few leaders in the ministry. We also have few good leaders in business, politics or just about any other field of endeavor.

Thomas E. Cronin, a noted political scientist and educator, who’s written numerous books on leadership, says we can teach leadership. "You're not born to be a leader any more than you're born to be an architect or a doctor." 

Most successful leaders today have received extensive training. But there also seems to be an almost genetic piece to being a leader. West Point trains military cadets to be leaders but only a few excel at it. Many schools now offer MBA’s for potential leaders in business and industry, but only a few stand-out. Being a good manager is about learning information and systems and clearly we can train many people to be effective managers. But leaders need people skills, the ability to cast a vision, motivational skills and other intangibles that make the difference between a leader and a manager. Cronin says, “Most people are not cut out for leadership, because they abhor conflict. They run from conflict, but leaders have to confront conflict, move to it, engage with it, handle it, use it.”

Lay Leadership is pivotal to church life. Lay Leaders are at least as important as pastoral leadership and may be more so. Lay Leaders can change the atmosphere, the sense of mission and the outreach of a church. Experts tell us a key to successful pastoral leadership is recruiting, inspiring and enabling lay leaders.

Now this is not about who is responsible for our problems, pastors or laity. The problems in the church today go far beyond internal squabbles. The leadership issue reminds us that we need to keep looking for new leaders. We need to keep training and empowering new leaders. We love the leaders we have, both pastors and laity, and don’t want to set aside anyone, but we do need to find or create new leaders. And we never can tell where God will get them.
