Happy Labor Day

Our first encounter with God was when he was busy creating out of nothing, shaping the formless into form and filling the void with living creatures. God calls what He does a four letter word - WORK (Gen. 2:2-3).  As long as we are mentally and physically able, we should work, in reliance on his power, according to his pattern of excellence, and for his glory. To be a Christian means to bring all our life, including our work, into sync with God's revealed will in Scripture.

Our work is not just meant to sustain our lives (2 Thess. 3:10) and the lives of others, but also to attract the lost to the gospel.
